Rules and Eligibility

Scholarships are scheduled to be awarded on May 11, 2026. Recipients and two
parents/guardians will be invited as guests to the awards dinner.

Winners must, at the time the scholarships are awarded, be accepted as a provisional or full-time
student in a degree program at an accredited institution (post high school programs).

Eligible accredited institutions are limited to Universities, Colleges, Junior Colleges, Community
Colleges and Technical Schools having at least a two-year degree program.

Scholarship consideration will be given to students in their senior year of high school only.

The applicant must be a United States citizen, a permanent resident alien, or in process of
becoming a United States citizen.

Proceeds of the scholarships will be issued jointly to the scholarship recipients and to their
6 | respective colleges, universities, or accredited institutions. The SIAB Scholarship funds cannot be
distributed to any other third-party.

Applications will be accepted from seniors who attend a Harford County high school or that reside
in Harford County but attend a high school in another jurisdiction.

Applications will be accepted from March 1, 2026, through April 3, 2026. Applications must be
received electronically by 11:59pm April 3, 2026 or will not be eligible for awards.

Personal references listed on the application may be contacted by members of the Society of
9 Italian American Businessman. Finalist may be interviewed by selected members of the
scholarship committee.

Applicant must have a minimum GPA of 3.50. A transcript from your school or institution is

10 required for verification.

As evidence of financial need, applicants need to attach a FAFSA form showing their EFC
11 | (Expected Family Contribution), student aid report, or other documentary evidence of financial
need.

Selection will be based on the following: Essay, FASFA information, Academic performance,

12 Leadership qualities, Extracurricular activities, Organizational involvement, and Career objectives

13 | All applicants should identify if they have Italian heritage.
